Langmeil’s original vineyard, the Freedom, was planted in Traditional winemaking Langmeil’s style; hand picking flavour ripe bunches, gentle crushing, open
1843 and survives to this day. Planted by our Lutheran fermentation and basket pressing into new (70%) and older (30%) French Oak barriques for two years, in-
forebears who were escaping religious persecution and tended to preserve the integrity of the Freedom 1843 vineyard. This is the 9" bottling of the Freedom 1843

war in Prussia, just seven years after the state of South
Australia was colonised. They came to their new home-
land, from ‘Persecution to Freedom’, to worship and find
peace in our beloved Barossa.
